Hammer, an ordained minister, will also officiate during the Inaugural Convocation at 10 a.m. on Friday, October 26th at the college. 

Jheryl Busby, former president of Motown Records and executive with DreamWorks Records will be arriving in Austin from Los Angeles, California to participate in the Inaugural festivities, as well. Mr. Busby has partnered with basketball legend Earvin “Magic” Johnson, and music superstar Janet Jackson to acquire the majority interest in Founders National Bank, the only commercial bank in California owned and operated by African-Americans. The recent merger of Founders National Bank with Boston Bank of Commerce and Peoples Bank of Commerce in Miami has created America’s first black-owned national bank. Busby will join the combined company’s board of directors. Busby, Johnson and Jackson have also just bought the acclaimed FatBurger hamburger chain.
